e Earn a minimum 3.000 cumulative GPA

o Earn a minimum 3.000 GPA in the social science requirements
o Earn a minimum 3.000 GPA in the occupational therapy pre-professional requirements
o Earn a minimum 3.000 GPA in the occupational therapy professional core requirements
o Earn a minimum 3.000 GPA in the occupational therapy professional science requirements
For more information about these and other program standards, contact your advisor or the HSOT program
coordinator.
