Core Curriculum Requirements, Electives, and College Requirements 
 

In addition to the major requirements listed below, you will need to fill the following Core Curriculum categories: 
 

• 100-level Wellness & Physical (1 cr) 
• 200-level Wellness & Physical (1 cr) 
• 300-level Wellness & Physical (1 cr) 

• Literature (3 cr) 
• Quantitative Reasoning (3 cr) 
• Scientific Reasoning (4 cr) 

• Spiritual and Ethical (3 cr) 
• Historical and Social (3 cr) 

• Themed Explorations (9 cr) 
   3 different prefixes

This major typically requires 51 credits to complete. In addition to the Core Curriculum and major requirements listed, you must complete: 
• 32 elective credits or more to total at least 120 credits 
• The residency requirement—45 credits taken at Springfield College (including 15 of your last 30) 

 

 
 

 

ARTD Major Requirements – Typical First-Year Schedule 
Fall: 
SCSM 101, Springfield College Seminar (Core requirement 
– 3 cr) 
ENGL 113, College Writing I (Core requirement – 3 cr) 
ARTS 103, Introduction to Graphic Design (3 cr) 
ARTS 108, Studio in Drawing (3 cr – also fills Aesthetic 
Expression Core Curriculum) 
ARTS 111, Studio in Design (3 cr) 
Plus other Core and major requirements, or electives to 
total approximately 15 credits 
 

Spring: 
ENGL 114, College Writing II (Core requirement – 3 cr) 
ARTS 118, Introduction to Community Arts (3 cr) 
Plus other Core and major requirements, or electives to 
total approximately 30 credits for the year 
 

 
 

ARTD Major Requirements – Typical Second-Year Schedule 
Fall or Spring: 
You should take Core and major requirements, or electives to total 30 credits for the year. 

 
 

ARTD Major Requirements – Typical Third-Year Schedule 
Fall or Spring: 
There are no major requirements specifically recommended for your third year.  You should take Core and major 
requirements, or electives to total 30 credits for the year. 

 
 

ARTD Major Requirements – Typical Fourth-Year Schedule 
Fall or Spring: 
ARTS 386, Supervised Field Experiences (3 cr; may be repeated up to 9 cr) 
ARTS 470, Advanced Art and Design Studio (3 cr)
